Enclosed are the award nomination instructions for the 2010 Greek Awards. The Office of Greek Life uses the 2010 Greek Life Awards to recognize chapter members and council officers, highlight chapter achievements, and celebrate our shared fraternal successes in the past year. The process of preparing an award nomination letter in and of itself assists the UT Arlington Greek community progress towards excellence. Use this packet to apply for the 2010 Greek Awards. Award applications should only include information related to events taking place during the Spring 2009 and Fall 2009 semesters. 
The Office of Greek Life will distribute awards at the Greek Week Awards Reception, Friday, April 2nd, 2010. 
Nomination Instructions – Because awards are to be reviewed by a panel of judges, it is imperative that all award nomination instructions follow the criteria below.
1. In order to apply for any award, chapters must prepare and submit a letter nominating an individual member or chapter
2. Letters must be typed and placed on chapter letterhead
3. Each nomination letter must be completed separately and include the specific award title
4. Each nomination letter must contain the individual member’s name/chapter being nominated (in first paragraph)
5. Do NOT staple any award letters together. Use a paperclip to hold together each separate letter

6. Submit award nomination letters either electronically (i.e. to greeklife@uta.edu) or in hard copy to the Office of Greek Life by 5:00 p.m. on Monday, March 1st, 2009
7. The Office of Greek Life strongly encourages chapters to submit letter in the following format:

[CLOSING PARAGRAPH: Summarize reasons to support individual/chapter for Award; Closing]

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Chapter Expectations, Awards, Standards Review (C.E.A.S.R.) Awards- Awards based off a chapter’s 2009 CEASR performance. 
· Silver Star Status 
· All chapters who completed at least 51 of 60 CEASR objectives from 2009 will be recognized for Silver status
· Chapters DO NOT need to complete and submit a nomination letter for this Award 

· Gold Star Status & Award
· All chapters who completed at least 54 of 60 CEASR objectives from 2009 will be recognized for Gold status
· Chapters who achieve Gold Star Status should submit a nomination letter to apply for the Gold Star Award. The Office of Greek Life will award one fraternity and one sorority with the Gold Star Award of $750.00. 
· In order to apply for the Gold Star Award, a chapter must have an active 41 (student organization) account with Student Governance and Organizations
· Chapters considered for the Gold Star Award must present (no longer than 15 minutes) reasons as to why they deserve the award to a panel of judges
Living Your Ritual Awards- Awards for individual members in the UT Arlington Greek community. Your Ritual is the internal chapter expression of the values your organization stands for and is paramount to your experience as Greek men and women. Nominees should have a clear understanding of your chapter’s ritual and play an active role in the chapter’s success. Nominees of these awards should exemplify the values of their fraternity/sorority daily and promote these values both within and outside the Greek community. 

· Active Sorority Woman Of The Year (cannot nominate Chapter President)
· Active Fraternity Man Of The Year (cannot nominate Chapter President)
· Sorority President of the Year (must have served during the 2009 year)
· Fraternity President of the Year (must have served during the 2009 year)
· Advisor of the Year (must have served during the 2009 year)
Greek Community Awards- Awards for chapters (outside your own) in the UT Arlington Greek community. By recognizing accomplishments of other chapters on campus, we remain toned into the direction of the overall Greek community at UT Arlington. These awards should go to chapters who promote excellence in all they do within our community and their councils. 
· Kent L. Gardner Award (for IFC chapters – be must nominated by another chapter on campus)

· Shirley McCraken Award (for PHC chapters – be must nominated by another chapter on campus)
· MGC Most Outstanding Chapter Award (for MGC chapters – be must nominated by another chapter on campus)
· NPHC Most Outstanding Chapter Award (for NPHC chapters – be must nominated by another chapter on campus)
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Office Awards- (DO NOT SUBMIT AN AWARD NOMINATION LETTER FOR THESE AWARDS) The Office of Greek Life will determine the following awards:

· Most Outstanding Active Member GPA (for Spring 09)

· Most Community Service Hours (for the entire 2009 year)
· Most Philanthropy Dollars Raised (for the entire 2009 year)
