Successful completion of Woodshop 1 or Ag Mech 1 with a C or better.

Grade Level:

10th-12th

Objectives of the Course:  

Agriculture Construction Technology is a course designed to illustrate the foundations and processes of construction. The course includes safety instruction for safe use of power tools and implements of construction.  In addition to the safe use of tools, students aquire entry level skills in the occupational area of construction. Students work in teams led by the instructor on class projects including garden sheds and other structures. From the class a team of dedicated individuals is selected to compete in the annual Sacramento Builders Exchange shed building competition. A very strong emphasis is placed on work ethic and acquiring work related skills. A shop fee of $25.00 is required to provide students with safety equipment they will keep upon completion of the course. In addition to course work students will be expected to participate in FFA activities and keep an FFA record book. As approved by the California Department of Education, FFA is an inter-curricular organization making FFA participation part of a student’s grade. 



Description of the FFA:

The FFA is a National Organization made up of nearly 500,000 members from all fifty states. The FFA’s mission is to make a positive difference in the lives of students by developing their potential for premier leadership, personal growth, and career success through agricultural education. The FFA includes classroom and laboratory instruction, the Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE), and FFA activities, making up what are known as the three circles of agriculture education. Grading / Attendance:

Attendance is very important in this course. It is the student’s responsibility to find out what they missed when they were absent before / after school or during lunch. Excessive absences will affect your grade. Students will be assigned a grade based on the following scale:

80% Class participation and assignment 


10% FFA Participation (3 activities to earn full credit)


10% Supervised Agriculture Experience (Agriculture Project outside of class)
Students will be expected to keep an organized notebook with all assignments throughout the entire school year. They will keep track of all assignments using an assignment sheet where they will be able to keep track of their own grade. In addition to keeping track of assignments and grades students will complete a daily log where they will review what they accomplished for the day and evaluate themselves. 
Students with any projects that are unfinished by the end of the school year will receive an incomplete in the class. They will be able to remediate that grade during the summer and be able to earn the highest grade of a C. 

Shop Fee / Dress:

The shop fee for this class is $25 per year. This money is due by the end of the second week of the semester. Funds are to provide students with a pair of safety glasses and hard hat, which they will be required to keep in a locker for use in class each day. Without these students will not be allowed to work in the shop and will lose work points each day until they replace lost equipment. In addition to safety glasses students will be required to wear long pants and closed toed shoes during class.  

Lockers:

Students will be provided with a locker for storage of class supplies. Students need to bring a lock and provide the instructor with the combination in the case the locker needs to be opened if the student loses his or her combo. 

Classroom / Shop Rules:

Treat the teacher and other students with respect.

Any student caught vandalizing or stealing school property will be held responsible for replacement of the property and could face suspension.

When in the shop do not leave without permission. The CLASSROOM is OFF LIMITS unless the teacher has given permission to enter. If you are caught in the classroom without permission you will be given a zero for the day. 

Horse Play will result in a strike. 1st strike = call home with warning. 2nd strike = parent conference. 3rd strike = removal from class.

Work hard. Students are expected to work throughout the period on assigned or personal projects. Students will receive 20 points per day for class work. Students will keep a daily work log to be assessed periodically during the grading period. 
10 minutes before class ends ALL work will stop and all students will clean up the shop. The students first responsibility is to clean up their own project. Every student will then be assigned designated areas to clean up. Not cleaning up will result in points lost for the day. No one will be allowed on the bus until the shop is clean.
