(For upgrades on House)

Other assessments may be billed as approved by
the chapter.

All members, regardless of status, vote on all
financial matters.

New members are required to move into the
chapter house their first fall semester.

So, not including one-time fees, a typical semester
of living at FarmHouse costs:

$2643.00

WHAT ABOUT ON-CAMPUS LIVING?

According to the Kansas State’s Housing and
Dining Services web page (http://housing.k-
state.edu/reshalls/rates_2009_prepayment.php),
the University expects you to pay the following for
Residence Halls:

20 Meal Plan: $3376.00
(Special Suites cost $3076)
15 Meal Plan: $3332.00
(Special Suites cost $3036)
10 Meal Plan: $3302.00
(Special Suites cost $3006)
